                            The Jersey Village Emergency                               
                           Services Lock Box Program is 
                           designed to allow for 
                           Firefighters and Emergency 
Medical Technicians to gain faster access and to 
limit damage to homes and businesses during 
emergencies when no one is available or 
physically able to open the door. This box is 
mounted to the home on an outside door so that 
during an emergency, the Fire & Medical Service 
Personnel can immediately use the keys locked 
inside the box rather than causing damage to  
the structure in order to gain entry. 
The entry to the lockbox is  
controlled by emergency services.  
To have a lock box installed contact 
JVFD at 713-466-2130. You will need 
a spare key to an outside door knob  
that will hold the lock box.
